 The Lyme Town Board met jointly with the Chaumont 
Village Board and the Lyme Central School Board on January 
23rd.  The Inter-municipal Agreements were reviewed and each 
board approved the signing of them for 2018.  Everyone was 
very appreciative and grateful for the cooperation shared be-
tween the three boards.  An update on the Bicentennial Celebra-
tion plans were discussed and it was mentioned that students 
from the school could be recruited to run many of the old time 
games at the Centennial Carnival.  A discussion was also held 
regarding elementary classes visiting the Town of Lyme Trans-
fer Site on an educational field trip that would teach the stu-
dents not only how the transfer site operates, but also about 
environmental and electronic recycling, waste management and 
County requirements. 

     A recent meeting with Steve Weed, owner of Steve 
Weed Productions, lead to discussions which would make it 
easier to access Town of Lyme meetings and also broadcast any 
Town of Lyme event live.  At present, town meetings are 
broadcast live via the internet.  We discussed an additional, 
easier access link for live streaming of meetings, or any activity 
held in the town.

Brrr!!  That’s the word of the day as of mid-January 
in Lyme, NY.  Let’s wish that by the time this newsletter is 
circulated, a mid-winter thaw may have occurred. 

 But do not be discouraged.  There are positive ideas 
that can help us survive – while we begin to read our seed 
catalogs and dream about gardens and beautiful Spring 
flowers. 

 Here are some 
wonderful ideas for “Curing the 
Winter Blues with Indoor 
Plants”.  Winter blooming 
houseplants can promote 
relaxation and well being, and 
bring some relief from the winter 
blahs.  (Is that a real word? It is 
certainly a real feeling.)  Some 
houseplants to brighten your 
winter mood include Orchids, 
Primroses, Cyclamen and Kalanchoes.  

For additional information about these specific plants 
and their care, check out http://gardenclub.homedepot.com/
indoor-blooms-cure-winter-blues/ . (You may have to copy and 
paste the site into your address bar.) 

 Studies have shown that there are certain common 
houseplants that are low maintenance with an ornamental value 
while helping to clean the indoor air  of common airborne 
pollutants that can impact our health (i.e.  closed up winter 
house). “In addition to absorbing carbon dioxide and releasing 
oxygen…, these plants eliminate significant amounts of 
benzene, formaldehyde and trichloroethylene. …benzene 
removal is also performed by the micro-organisms in the 
potting mix in which they are planted.” Suggested plants 
include English Ivy, Golden Pathos, Boston Fern, Dracaena, 
Bamboo Palm, Dragon Tree, Peace Lily, Lady Palm, Spider 
Plant and Snake Plant. (Our thanks to author Chris Ferrero, 
Master Gardener for her article printed in “Dutchess Dirt”, the 
gardening newsletter from Cornell Cooperative Extension of 
Dutchess County, NY.)

Fly to Cover

Wildlife of all types have a few 
essential needs during the cold 
winter months. Each individual 
requires adequate food to keep 
their internal energy-driven heat 
system burning, so the fur or 
feather body stays warm. 
Habitats that provide good thick 
cover to break chill winter 
winds benefit many species that 
use forest and shrub lands during 
at least part of the year. Many 
larger mammals, including white tailed deer, concentrate on 
lands containing thick evergreen cover during the winter 
months. Many birds are also found in thick cover that are less 
common or absent in leaf-bare deciduous woods. 

  In our region, areas of red cedar, often mixed with 
some white cedar, are prime winter bird habitat. In years 
when these cedars put forth excellent berry crops, many fruit-
eating species are present. Providing the survival essentials of 
food, shelter and protection from predators, such areas are 
Valhalla if you’re a wintering bird. American Robin, Cedar 
Waxwing and other often-uncommon wintering species 
throng to such sites. Usually rare in winter, Yellow-rumped 
Warbler can sometimes be fairly common in good fruit years. 
Hermit Thrush, Brown Thrasher and Gray Catbird also often 
occur among flocks of American Robins. 

  Much of northwestern Jefferson County has 
extensive cedarscapes. Stony Point and Point Peninsula are 
excellent wintering areas in good fruit years. The drought 
year of 2016 stressed much of this area’s vegetation resulting 
in banner fruit crops in 2017. These large natural food crops 
have provided an abundance of fodder for fruit eating birds. 
This has resulted in a dearth of many species at bird feeders 
during the fall and winter of 2017-2018. Why travel any 
distance to a feeder when you can just hop to the cedar next 
door for a good meal? 

  Searching these areas for birds during this winter 
and early spring will likely prove productive. Listen and look 
for flocks of Black-capped Chickadee, since many other less 
vocal and more secretive species associate with them. One of 
the best ways to locate feeding flocks of wintering birds is to 
park along a back road in suitable habitat and watch and 
listen. Sitting on a portable chair in an opening in these 
woods can also be very productive. Since these areas do have 
ticks, you should take precautions even in winter (don’t sit on 
the ground). A visit to a cedar woods this winter can be fun 
and productive. Ontario Bays Initiative is a Jefferson County land trust 
based at the Copley House in Chaumont.  More information about OBI is 
available at OBILandTrust.org.

March 1st is Taxable Day.  This means that the 2018 
assessment of any property is determined by amount of the 
property assessment on that date.  As you know, Zoning and 
Building Permits are required in the Town of Lyme.  This alerts 
the Assessors to any changes on the property.  Demolition 
Permits, which are issued for free, also serve this purpose, 
alerting the Assessors that the property value may be reduced 
to reflect the removal of a structure from a property. This could 
result in a lower property assessment for the upcoming year. If 
you have removed any such structure and are uncertain whether 
or not it has been reflected in your assessment, or have any 
other questions, please call the Assessor’s Office at 315-649-

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 “A Faker Acting As a Firebrand”

             In 1914 the Little White Church by the Lake was still 
known as the Point Peninsula Methodist Episcopal Church.  
Its new minister was the Rev. Mr. Benjamin J. Clearmont, 
who claimed to be a native of Geneva, Switzerland.  He also 
said he was a former Catholic priest with a mission to reveal 
the evils of the church he’d left behind.   

            When he wasn’t ministering at the church, Mr. 
Clearmont travelled widely to give anti-Catholic lectures.  He 
had handbills printed in Watertown and distributed throughout 
the North Country to precede him.  The handbills claimed that 
during his lectures he would divulge secret Catholic practices 
and sinister plots he’d learned about during his time in the 
priesthood.  

            His handbills riled towns in advance of his visits.  The 
notoriety brought Clearmont to the front page of local 
newspapers, and some began to investigate this North Country 
newcomer.  In its research, the Canton Commercial Advertiser 
found “some discoveries which do not exactly tally with Mr. 
Clearmont’s own account of his early life.” 

            It was discovered that he had fabricated most of his 
history – he was in fact a French-Canadian native of 
Manotick, Ontario who had never been a Catholic priest and 
who had no training in any Protestant denomination 
either.  His mother told an Ontario newspaper that she had not 
seen him since he’d run away from home at age 12, after he 
fought with their parish priest, but that “he had always been a 
very bad boy.”  (Immigration records show that he entered the 
United States from Canada at Ogdensburg with an 18-year-old 
wife.) 

            On March 24, 1914 he was in Potsdam to give a 
lecture; he was grabbed off the street by a group of men, 
bundled into a car, and taken to a secluded farmhouse in 
Norwood.  The police located him about two hours later; they 
took him to his hotel and guarded him overnight.  At 6:15 the 
next morning he was placed on a train to return to Point 
Peninsula. 

  

           Nine men were later convicted of his kidnapping.  They 
pled guilty, but were given only minor fines. One Potsdam 
police officer was charged with neglect of duty for witnessing 
the event and failing to act to protect Mr. Clearmont; he was 
fined but allowed to keep his job.   Clearmont’s case was 
reported nationally and picked up by muckraking anti-
immigrant journalists, who called his kidnappers “a Catholic 
mob.”  

           After their slap-on-the-wrist convictions, Mr. Clearmont 
sued his kidnappers for $25,000.   However, neither he nor his 
attorney appeared in court to support the case, and the action 
was dismissed.    

            In October 1914 he was fired from his Point Peninsula 
ministry; he then sued his former church for back salary and 
for payment for work he’d done on the building.   The church 
countered that not only had Mr. Clearmont lied about being an 
ordained pastor, but that his “work” on the church had been 
disastrous, resulting in little more than removing the church’s 
furnace (to his own house) and leaving the building with holes 
in the walls.  The church’s lawyers called Clearmont “a faker 
acting as a firebrand.”  This lawsuit also seems to have come to 
nothing.    

            Clearmont left the North Country and settled in 
Rochester.  By 1925 he was listing himself in documents as a 
carpenter. That same year Clearmont married again. His 
marriage certificate contained two lies: he claimed to have 
been born in France, and he also stated that he had never been 
married before.  It’s unclear what became of his first wife 
(Edith May Lewis Clearmont, whom he married in Ottawa in 
November 1912); I can’t find a record of her after they left 
Point Peninsula.  

            By 1942 Clearmont was living in Tempe, Arizona.   He 
died there in 1964.
